First Reading:        Genesis 1:1-5, 14-18 
1In the beginning when God created the heavens and the earth, 2the earth was a formless 

void and darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God swept over the face of 

the waters. 3Then God said, "Let there be light"; and there was light. 4And God saw that the 

light was good; and God separated the light from the darkness. 5God called the light Day, 

and the darkness, Night. And there was evening and there was morning, the first day. 
14And God said, "Let there be lights in the dome of the sky to separate the day from the 

night; and let them be for signs and for seasons and for days and years, 15and let them be 

lights in the dome of the sky to give light upon the earth." And it was so. 16God made the two 

great lights — the greater light to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the night — and 

the stars. 17God set them in the dome of the sky to give light upon the earth, 18to rule over 

the day and over the night, and to separate the light from the darkness. And God saw that it 

was good.

3But God will give them over to their enemies until the time when she who is in labor has 

given birth; then the remnant of the ruler’s siblings will return to the Children of Israel. 

 4The ruler will rise up to shepherd them in the strength of the Lord, 

by the power of the Name of the Lord their God.  They will live in security,  

for now the ruler’s greatness will reach to the ends of the earth. 

 5They’ll say, “This at last is the one who will be our peace!  When Assyria invades 

our land and tramples our fortresses, we will raise up again the invaders seven—no, eight!

Third Reading:         Luke 1:26-35, 38

name was Mary. 28Upon arriving the angel said to Mary, “Rejoice, highly favored one! God is 

with you!  Blessed are you among women!” 29Mary was deeply troubled by these words and 

wondered what the angel’s greeting meant.  30The angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, 

for you have found favor with God. 31And now, you will conceive in your womb and bear a 

son, and you will name him Jesus. 32He will be great, and will be called the Son of the Most 

High, and God will give to him the throne of his ancestor David. 33This child will reign over 

the house of Jacob forever, and of this kingdom there will be no end.” 34Mary said to the 

angel, “How can this be, since I am a virgin?” 35The angel said to her, “The Holy Spirit will 

come upon you, and the power of the Most High will overshadow you; therefore the child to 

be born will be holy; he will be called Son of God.  38Then Mary said, "Here am I, the servant 

of the Lord; let it be with me according to your word." Then the angel departed from her.

Fourth Reading:         Matthew 1:18-25 
18Now the birth of Jesus the Messiah took place in this way. When his mother Mary had 

been engaged to Joseph, but before they lived together, she was found to be with child from 

the Holy Spirit. 19Her husband Joseph, who was righteous, was unwilling to expose Mary to 

public disgrace, so planned to dismiss her quietly. 20But just when he had resolved to do 

this, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a dream and said, "Joseph, heir of David, 

do not be afraid to wed Mary, for the child conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. 21She will 

bear a son, and you are to name him Jesus, for he will save the people from their sins." 22All 

this took place to fulfill what had been spoken by God through the prophet: 23"Look, the 

virgin shall conceive and bear a child, and they shall name him Emmanuel," which means, 

"God is with us." 24Joseph awoke from sleep and did as the angel of God commanded: they 

were married, but had no marital relations until Mary had borne a son; and they named him 

Jesus.

8In that region there were shepherds living in the fields, keeping watch over their flock by 

night. 9Then an angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around 

them, and they were terrified. 10But the angel said to them, "Do not be afraid; for see — I am 

bringing you good news of great joy for all the people: 11to you is born this day in the city of 

David a Savior, who is the Messiah. 12This will be a sign for you: you will find a child 

wrapped in bands of cloth and lying in a manger." 13And suddenly there was with the angel a 

multitude of the heavenly host, praising God and saying, 
14"Glory to God in the highest heaven, and on earth peace among those God favors!" 
15When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds said to one another, 

"Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this thing that has taken place, which the Lord has 

made known to us." 16So they went with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child 

lying in the manger. 17When they saw this, they made known what had been told them about 

this child; 18and all who heard it were amazed at what the shepherds told them. 19But Mary 

treasured all these words and pondered them in her heart. 20The shepherds returned, 

glorifying and praising God for all they had heard and seen, as it had been told them.

Sixth Reading:         Matthew 2:1-11 
1After Jesus’ birth—which happened in Bethlehem of Judea, during the reign of Herod—

magi from the East arrived in Jerusalem and asked , “Where is the newborn ruler of the 

Jews?  We observed his star at its rising and have come to pay homage.” 3When  Herod 

heard this, he was frightened, and all Jerusalem with him; 4and calling together all the 

leaders of the people, he inquired of them where the Messiah was to be born. 5They told 

him, "In Bethlehem of Judea; for so it has been written by the prophet: 

 6'And you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, are by no means least among the rulers of 

Judah; for from you shall come a ruler who is to shepherd my people Israel.'" 
7Then Herod secretly called for the magi and learned from them the exact time when the 

star had appeared. 8Then he sent them to Bethlehem, saying, "Go and search diligently for 

the child; and when you have found him, bring me word so that I may also go and pay him 

homage." 9When they had heard the ruler, they set out; and there, ahead of them, went the 

star that they had seen at its rising, until it stopped over the place where the child 

was. 10When they saw that the star had stopped, they were overwhelmed with joy. 11On 

entering the house, they saw the child with Mary his mother; and they knelt down and paid  

homage. Then, opening their treasure chests, they offered the child gifts of gold, 

frankincense, and myrrh.

Seventh Reading          John 1:1-14 
 

1In the beginning was the Word; the Word was in God’s presence, and the Word was God.  
2 The Word was with God from the beginning. 3 Through the Word all things came into 

being, and apart from the Word nothing came into being that has come into being. 4 In the 

Word was life, and that life was the light of humanity— 5 and the Light shines in the 

darkness, but the darkness did not grasp it. 6 Then came one named John, sent from God 

with a testimony, 7 to testify about the Light, so that through this testimony everyone might 

believe. 8 John himself was not the Light; but came only to testify about the Light—the true 

Light that enlightens all people. 9 The Word was coming into the world— 10 was in the 

world— but was not recognized by the world even though the world was made through the 

Word. 11 The Word was rejected by those who were the Word’s very own people. 12 Yet any 

who did accept the Word, who believed in that Name, were empowered to become children 

of God— 13 children born not of blood, nor urge of flesh nor human will— but born of God. 
14 And the Word became flesh and dwelled among us; we saw the Word’s glory— the glory of 

a parent’s only child— full of grace, full of truth.
