Using lectionary stories heard 

in worship each Sunday, the children not only hear scripture, but enjoy a related 

activity such as a game, craft, or music.  Children return to worship during the 
sharing of the peace and in time to participate in the celebration of Holy 

Communion.  
 

Communion. In an effort to further embrace Trinity’s mission of welcome, 

affirmation, and hospitality, both wine and grape juice are available. The addition 
of grape juice enables God’s beloveds for whom alcohol is problematic to participate  

fully.
